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Livewire Project Guidelines
Project Overview

Livewire is linked to a national programme aiming to encourage young people aged between 5-19 years to become more active. 

Livewire is an integral part of the Government's PE and Sport Strategy for Young People (often referred to as the 5-Hour Offer).  The Livewire element of the 5-Hour Offer will provide a range of attractive and sustainable opportunities in physical activities for young people from the 'partially-engaged population segment' to take part in out of school hours during term time.

The national target is for 900,000 young people to be taking part regularly, in 2 additional hours of sport by 2011.

Active St Albans has recently secured £25,000.00 from the Herts Sports Partnership to run a series of Livewire projects across the district during 2010/2011. Active St Albans will work with a number of partners to engage a minimum of 1,000 young people during this period.
The funding can be allocated to develop existing projects, create new projects as well as support partners to attract new participants. The criteria for the projects are as follows:
· Target group is 5-19 year olds (but priority will given to 11-19 projects)

· Projects must be delivered in school term-time only
· Projects must last a minimum of 8 weeks & maximum of 10 weeks

· Each session must last a minimum of 1 hour

· Ideally looking at after-school and evening/weekends

· Projects must try and achieve ‘positive outcomes’ – that is, participants that attend at least 60% of sessions (e.g. for 6 out of the 10 sessions). 
· Funding will be allocated on a £25-per-positive-outcome basis. Therefore, if you feel you can realistically achieve 20 positive outcomes within your 8-10 week project, then you can apply for a maximum of £500 from Livewire.

· Funding can be spent on coaching fees, facility hire, transport costs, training, equipment purchase, marketing…..

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For all programmes to be delivered within the Spring Term (Jan-Mar 2011) applications must be received by Friday 22nd October 2010.
